COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course investigates the major developments in Italian painting, sculpture and architecture
from antiquity to the twentieth century. The course, organized into centuries, schools and artistic
tendencies, begins with ancient Rome and will be followed by the Early Christian, Medieval,
Renaissance, Baroque to Modern era. Lessons are held predominately on site in archeological
sites, churches and museums to examine relevant artworks in Rome.

Course objectives

The course is intended to promote the following abilities and skills:

To familiarize the students with terminology of art history, that is, an understanding of art in
relation to historical context, the roles of artists and patrons, iconography, and style and to help
them to understand the processes and materials of artistic production.

Skills will be developed for the critical analysis of visual culture and for discussing the
aesthetical contents of art works in relation to their historical, social and cultural contexts.

Learning outcomes

By the end of the course students will be expected to:

Understand the chronological outline of the most important artists, architects and sculptors and
the relevant artworks in Rome.

Develop an ability to identify works of art and buildings from the periods being studied.

Be able of producing a coherent and cogent argument on works of art and architecture using
correct terminology and vocabulary and express their thoughts clearly through their written
work.



On-site classes:

-Because of heavy traffic and crowded buses, you should leave the Rome Center more than one
hour before the beginning of class.

-Audio headsets will be handed out at each on-site meeting. Please handle these with care and
return them at the end of class.
