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Administrative History

Terence H. Ahearn, S.J., served as Regent of the Loyola University School of Medicine
from 1931 to 1935. As the President’s representative or deputy in the Medical School, the
Regent oversaw financial transactions, supervised arrangements involving the use of the
Medical School buildings or equipment, and served as a member of the Academic
Council (see “Functions of Administrative Officers of Loyola University” Kane A2.1)

Scope and Content

The following are the records of the Regent of the Loyola University School of Medicine,
between 1925 and 1937, primarily those of Father Terence H. Ahearn, who served in this
position from 1931 to 1935. These records contain surveys, reports, and correspondence,

and are organized into two series.
