Administrative History

These records reflect mainly the work of Alice Bourke Hayes, Ph.D., who served
as the Associate Academic Vice President from September 1%, 1980, to June 5, 1987,
after she served as Dean of Natural Science and before her appointment to the newly
created role of Vice of President for Academic Affairs in 1987. The office of the Vice-
President for Academic Affairs is now the office of the Provost.

Scope and Content

The records of Associate Academic Vice President Alice Bourke Hayes span the
years 1976-1983 and consists of 2.0 linear feet. The collection includes correspondence,
affirmative action targets and evaluations, undergraduate studies catalogs, committee
reports, event proposals and schedules, and documents relating to Mellon Foundation
grants.
