2. Authors of proposals accepted for presentation will be notified by March 13, 2016

3. At the Forum each presenter will be asked to limit his/her oral presentation to
fifteen minutes. Each participant must send the final version of his/her
presentation electronically to msuszko@Iluc.edu three days before the event.
